Going on a Journey

What you need:
· A copy of The Journey 1 or The Journey 2 worksheet below for each child or pair of children. The contents of these worksheets can be changed to suit the needs of the children.

· Pencil or pen

Preparation:
· It would be useful on a pre-visit journey to note the different types of Buildings and Land Use that the children are likely to observe. The worksheets can then be made more specific to your particular journey.

Activity:
· Tell the children prior to your journey that you will be playing a game on the way to your chosen Museum or Gallery.

· Explain to the children which game you will play and show them the relevant worksheet.

· Game 1 – Using The Journey 1 worksheet below. Ask the children to look out for the different types of Transport, Buildings and Land Use. When they have seen one of those listed the check box can be ticked. Some children may find it useful to have copies of the Transport, Buildings, and Land Use Cards that have been laminated available. You may want to pair children of different abilities to complete the task. 

· Game 2 – Using The Journey 2 worksheet below. Ask the children to lookout for different types of Transport, Buildings and Land Use and to write what they have observed on the sheet. How many different ones can they record? Again you may want to pair children of different abilities to complete the task. 

· Game 3 – Using the same worksheet as Game 2, ask the children to record a given number of types of Transport, Buildings and Land Use e.g. 3-6 depending on ability and age. The children can then keep a tally record of which types they see. The children can decide and record which types they are going to look for prior to the journey.

· Demonstrate to the children how to use the sheet. Older children will be able to offer suggestions themselves.

· When the children are safely on a coach, bus or train give out the worksheets for them to record their findings.

Further Activities for Children:
· Discuss and explore your findings back at base when your outing is over.

· Make a picture or model depicting types of transport, buildings or land use seen.

· Use the pictures or models made to make a “journey” scene for display. Make labels for it. 

· Make a Block Graph or Pictogram of the different types of Transport, Buildings and Land Use seen. This can be done individually, in pairs or a group.

· Devise a simple table to show the information they found. Discuss and explain the results.

· Use a Graphing Package to produce a pictogram of data and use it to answer simple questions.
