Out and About

What you need:
· Sets of individual cards showing different forms of transport, building or land use. See the Transport Cards, Building Cards or Land Use Cards below.

· A sand timer or stopwatch. 

· Set of A4 cards showing different forms of transport, building or land use. See the Transport Cards, Building Cards or Land Use Cards below.

Preparation:
· Sets of individual cards made by laminating Transport Cards, Building Cards or Land Use Cards and cutting around each picture leaving a small border. 

· Set of A4 cards made by laminating sheet with or without words. The words can easily be deleted.

· Please note the content of these cards can be changed to suit, by deleting the pictures/words and replacing them with different clipart pictures from http://cgl.microsoft.com/clipgallerylive, pictures from magazines and brochures or photographs taken in the local or wider area. For younger children the cards can be enlarged on the photocopier. It is best to make these cards using thin card rather than paper.

Activity:
· Show the children the sets of cards.

· Ask them to identify the pictures, help them if necessary.

· Explain and demonstrate one of the following games to them.

· Match It – This is an introductory activity that enables the children to familiarise themselves with the pictures and the different forms of transport, buildings and land use before playing the other games. Give a pair/group of children one of the A4 laminated sheets and a matching set of individual cards. How quickly can they match all the cards to the pictures on the A4 sheet. Do they recognise all the pictures?

· Snap – Note 2 or more sets of cards required. Children deal the cards amongst players and take it in turns to turn a card over, placing it on the previously dealt card. If the cards match that player takes all the cards in the pile. Continue game for a given period or until one player has all the cards. Encourage the children to name the form of transport, building or land use. The children can be encouraged to count the number of cards each child has won if playing to a time limit to find the winner. Initially this can be played using one type of cards only e.g. transport or buildings. Mixed sets of cards can be used when the children are more familiar with them.

· Matching Pairs – Note 2 or more sets of cards required. Place all cards face down on the table. Children take it in turns to pick up a pair of cards. If the cards match then the child keeps that pair, if not they are replaced face down on the table. The next player takes a turn and so on for a given period of time or until all the cards have been paired.  Encourage each child to count in 2’s for each pair they have won to find the total number of cards. Initially this can be played using one type of cards only e.g. transport or buildings. Mixed sets of cards can be used when the children are more familiar with them.

· Families – Limit the number of cards in each family to 4/5 e.g. 4 buildings cards, 4 land use cards and 4 transport cards, but have multiple sets of each. Children deal the cards so they have 6/8 each. The remaining cards are placed face down in a pile on the table with the top one turned over. The first player can either pick up that card or take an unseen card from the pile and then discard one from their hand. The children take turns to pick up and discard cards for a given period or until one player has not got any cards. Whenever a child completes a family of cards in their hand these are placed on one side. The winner is the child with the most families at the end of the game. Marking the cards with a number value of 2, 5, or 10 can extend this activity. At the end of the game the children add up their points by counting in 2’s, 5’s or 10’s and the player with the highest score wins. Children can keep a record of their games on the Game Record Sheet. Further Activities for Children:
· Devise a card game and write a set of instructions for others to follow.

· Make a set of cards by drawing the pictures or writing the words on the blank cards. An adult can then photocopy and laminate them. See Blank Cards below
· Visit a Museum or Gallery to find out how the buildings, transport and land use differs in the past or in different countries.
· Use pictures of transport, buildings or land use from the past to play the above games and compare them with transport, buildings and land use of today.
· Play a game of Lotto by mixing up the pictures on the different A4 sheets so that there are pictures of transport, buildings and land use on each card.
