What do I need to take?

What you need:
· Bag.

· Items relating and not relating to the visit. Which items you choose will be related to the nature of your visit and the venue.

· Sheet to record lists – See What to take? worksheet below

Preparation:
· Enlarge copy of What to take? worksheet.
· Prepare bag with items relating and not relating to your visit and venue. 
Activity:
· Remind the children of the proposed visit to a Museum or Gallery, what you will be doing when you are there and when it is.

· Show the children a bag that has items in it. Tell them there are items in the bag that you will need on your visit and some that you don’t.

· Let the children unpack the bag and handle the items.

· Discuss what these items are and what they can be used for in.

· Explain that you will need to take some of the items on the visit with them.

· Ask the children which items they think are suitable and which are not in the context of the visit. 

· Sort the items into two piles, younger children may need adult support for this whilst older children may be able to do this independently.

· Tell the children that you will take some items for them e.g. pencils, paper, clipboards and some items they will need to bring from home and take responsibility for e.g. bag, lunch, coat, suitable shoes. 

· Make a list together of what the children will need to bring from home. If appropriate this can be photocopied for the children to give to parents as a reminder. This can also be recorded on the What to Take? Worksheet below.

· Make a list of what the children shouldn’t bring from home. This can also be recorded on the What to take? Worksheet below.

· If appropriate, items from the lists can be displayed along with the lists as a reminder to both children and parents of what and what shouldn’t be taken on the trip.
