What will I see?

What you need:
· Pictures of the Museum or Gallery to be visited

· Objects from the Museum or Gallery to be visited or similar. Some Museums and Galleries are prepared to lend out objects or artefacts, so do ask. 

· Sheets to record questions or things to find out – See Questions and Things to Find Out worksheets below.

· An area for display, table and/or board at child height – See Display Title sheet below.

· Blank labels and pencils – See Blank Labels sheet below.

Preparation:
· Obtain pictures or objects from the Museum or Gallery you are to visit.

· Questions and Things to Find Out worksheets - You may wish to change the number of questions or thing to find out to suit your children or alter the format of the worksheet to enable children to enter their text on the computer in a text box. 

Activity:
· Tell the children that you are planning a visit to a Museum / Gallery

· If necessary remind them what a Museum / Gallery is. 
See activity suggestion What is a Museum or Gallery?
· Explain that the children and you are going to visit a particular Museum or Gallery to explore a topic or project further. You may need to remind the children briefly what project, topic or subject is going to be linked to the visit. 

· Inform the children which Museum or Gallery you are going to visit and why: to see and handle objects first hand. 

· Show the children some pictures / objects from the Museum or Gallery.

· Whilst the children are handling the pictures or objects discuss what the children would see and could learn from the visit. The content of this discussion will depend on which Museum or Gallery to be visited and the reason for the visit. Information about the Museum or Gallery content can be obtained from the venue. 

· Encourage the children to make a list of questions to ask or things to find out during the visit. An adult can scribe for younger children or children can work in small groups to produce a list collaboratively. Generally, depending on ability, the younger the children, the smaller the list will need to be and with very young children there may be only one question. See Questions and Things to Find Out worksheets below.

The children could enter the questions on the computer. 

· Make a display of the Museum or Gallery materials with a title. Don’t forget the title you can alter the one in What is a Museum and Gallery? 

· Display the Questions and the Things to Find Out lists made above alongside the pictures and objects used in the activity.

· Encourage the children to think of more Questions and Things to Find Out and write them on the Blank Labels worksheet below. An adult can scribe for very young children.
