Where are we going?

What you need:
· Map or plan (enlarged if possible) of the Museum or Gallery.

· Pictures of the Museum or Gallery.

· Large clock face with moveable hands.

· Paper – See Border Blank worksheet below for recording the order of events

· Large paper clock face, with time segmented in hours

· Pencils and crayons

Preparation:
· Enlarge any maps or plans for the venue.

· Print off Border Blank worksheets

Activity:
· Remind the children of the proposed visit to a Museum or Gallery, where you are going, why and when you are going.

· Explain the itinerary and structure of the visit using enlarged maps, plans, pictures and large clock.

· Show them where you will go in, any specific places in the Museum and Gallery where they will work and other places they will need to be aware of e.g. where to have lunch, where the toilets are. Older children may be able to identify these places on the map or plan themselves.

· Tell the children:

· what time they will leave and arrive at the venue, 

· what they will be doing at the venue e.g. workshops looking at a particular

         gallery or exhibits, 

· what order these events will be happening,

· what the arrangements are for lunch, 

· what time they will be leaving and arriving back at base to be picked up. 

· Very young children need to be made aware of the passing of time and the order of events these can be recorded pictorially and placed in a simple time line. An adult can scribe a commentary, if required. 

· Older children can record this in more detail with writing and pictures e.g. on a large clock face with time segmented in hours.

· Display work alongside any existing display.
